During the 2022 ATV Minnesota Vision Conference, 
members present voted to form a new ATV Safety 
Committee. The Committee would focus on bringing 
ATV Safety related topics more front and center to ATV 
MN membership and the greater riding public. We know 
as an Association that ATV registrations are greatly 
outpacing ATV education, which is resulting in more 
unsafe riding conditions on our trails, near misses, 
injuries, and fatalities. The drive to have ATV Safety as 
an everyday thought during ride preparation, riding, 
club and association meetings, education, and 
communications to others is a goal. This new committee 
will include a liaison from the Minnesota DNR 
Enforcement Division, Lisa Dugan, Minnesota DNR 
Recreation Safety Outreach Coordinator.  
 

Kevin Anderson, ATV MN 2nd Vice President, will be the executive board liaison. His goal 
now is to recruit safety-minded individuals motivated to improve ATV Safety, into this 
committee. Kevin is also open to having a Safety Officer in each club. The new committee will 
choose a chair to lead the group, and set the group’s direction.

Signs Of The Times 
ATV Minnesota has been lobbying for 
years to improve the signs that clubs and 
the Minnesota DNR post on their ATV 
trails, moving away from white-on-red, 
to the standard white-on-brown, and 
better defining ATV Class 1 and Class 2 
images.  
 
The DNR has approved new signage, but 
the wait continues. Unfortunately, as we 
we understand it, that the signs will not 
be available for ordering until sometime 
next year. In the meantime, ATV clubs 
with Grant-in-Aid trails can make the 
new signs on their own through their 
sign vendors, using the specs shown on 
the new DNR sign manual.  
 
Voyageur Country ATV is working with 
Mesabi Sign in order to install new signs 
on its trail sections this year. The club is 
willing to help facilitate orders for other 
clubs.
